If cargo rail is present, mount it using the clamp

If cargo rail is present: A. Slide the T-nut, a part of
the strap assembly (J), into the cargo rail at the cab
end. B. Then attach the rest of the strap assembly -
the bolt, lock washer, washer, strap, and flat washer to
the T-nut. Place strap assembly about 6” in (152.4mm)
from the cab end and tighten, adjusting the position of
the strap as desired.
Repeat steps 1-9 on the
driver’s side with the
driver’s side rail (G).

Clean the top of the bulkhead to install the bulkhead
seal (I). Peel the backing off and adhere the seal
from one bedrail edge to the other. Remove any
excess with a scissors or a utility knife. If the truck
has a drop-in bedliner, no seal will be needed.

With both rails clamped in place, rest the hard rolled
cover (H) onto the rails at the tailgate, roll the cover
toward the cab, and remove and discard all
packaging materials.

Roll the hard rolled cover (H) forward toward the cab, fold
the front panel back and insert the two mounting bolts (E)
into the slotted bracket. Do this for both sides. The bolts
will align with the side rail bracket holes. Fold the panel
back down.
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Note: Remove all foam packing before procéeding.

Install the mounting hardware loosely underneath
the slotted bracket on the passenger side rail (F).
Start with the rubber washer (D), then the large
flat washer (C), then hand tighten the star knobs
(B). Repeat on the driver’s side. Leave the star
knobs loose for now.

Align the front vinyl edge of the hard rolled cover
(H) with the front edge of the side rails (not the
rubber seal).

Side seal

Verify that a gap of approximately 1/8” (3.2mm) remains on
both sides of the hard rolled cover (H) between the edge of
the side rail and the hard rolled cover. This spacing is
necessary to ensure that the locking side rail secures to the
cover. Align the hard rolled cover side to side at the front
and/or the back if the side gaps are not even. Firmly hand
tighten the star knobs (B) after the hard rolled cover has

When correctly installed, the vinyl edges of the
hard rolled cover (H) will align squarely with the
side rails in all four corners. The latch assembly
will align with the side rail locking levers at the
tailgate on both sides.

With the hard rolled cover (H) rolled open, remove the
paper backing from the D-shaped bumpers (M), clean
the surfaces where they touch the cover, and adhere
the bumpers to the cover slats. Position the D-shaped
bumpers so that they prevent the hard rolled cover
from contacting the cab. The straps will secure the
hard rolled cover away from the cab sz,

Truck Bed Cover Positions While Operating Vehicle

Prior to vehicle operation, the truck bed cover MUST be properly secured.

CLOSED POSITION (FIG 1)
Cover must be closed and FULLY LATCHED ON BOTH SIDES of the cover

side rails.

OPEN POSITION (FIG 2)

To drive with the cover in the open position, use the strap clamps. Roll the cover
forward, twist and insert the clips into the cover clasps. Ensure that BOTH

strap clamps are fully inserted into the clasps, pull on the end of the strap to tighten.

Cover Operation
TO CLOSE THE COVER (FIG 3)

Roll the top toward the tailgate and rotate the tail rail downwards towards the
rotating locking levers.

WARNING —When closing the cover ensure rear latches on BOTH sides are fully
engaged underneath the cover rails before operating the vehicle.

TO OPEN THE COVER (FIG 4)

Pull down on the latch release cable located on either side of the
cover and rotate the tail rail forward and into a rolling motion.
When driving with the cover open, the cover must be rolled toward
the cab and secured with both strap clamps.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO DRIVE WITH THE COVER
IN THE PARTIALLY OPEN POSITION!

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Revolver tonneaus are made from durable materials and require simple care to ensure a long life of performing well and
looking great.

Cleaning the Top (Washing)

Standard automotive soap and water with a soft sponge or cloth are recommended for cleaning. Shammy dry to keep
the finish polished and brilliant. Wax is NOT recommended as it tends to fill in cracks and crevices, which may affect the
textured panel finish. Do NOT use any harsh cleaners or abrasives.

Maintenance

It is recommended that you periodically check your cover is securely attached to your truck bed. Inspect the clamps
and front mounting bolts to ensure they were properly installed and have not come loose or knocked out of adjustment
during operation. Covers that are used with high frequency or that are subject to the vibrations and impact from rough
roadways can cause the cover to require adjustment.

Lubricating the Latches

It is recommended that you periodically inspect and service the latches on each panel. Clean away any excess dirt or
grime and lubricate with silicone spray. Ensure the latches move freely in and out to properly engage the side rail and
provide proper performance with optimum security. Be careful not to overspray the cover. Wipe away any excess around
the latch location.
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
